	Explicit Instruction: What is Geography?
I DO – You will enter attendance onto the class list form and enter it into the computer, while they hand in their warm-ups to be graded.
Go over the answers the students can up with for the warm-up and tie it to what we will be working on in the lesson that will have students complete a close reading activity.

Students will then be told we will be looking at an interview done with a an American who’s plane was shot down over France in 1943. We will close read the Article “Escape from France” and complete a series of steps to insure our full understanding of this awesome source of history.
They will then be handed the article and just asked to read it though.  Once they have read it through let the class know that we will be annotating the text in a different way then they may have in the past. While they can underline important ideas and put question marks next to things they may not understand I want them to show their thinking in the side margins.  I will read the first two paragraphs and preform the task thinking out loud and demonstrating for the students.  Here I will write things I am thinking and talking out loud my thoughts sentence by sentence.
At the end of the first paragraph ask the class what they saw as I read?
From there ill will go over what I did and link it to what they saw.

Ask them if they think they can do this?

Now have a student read aloud the third paragraph and as they do have them demonstrate what was done earlier. 

They will then on their own continue to read and annotate the document

WE DO – 
When they have finished the students will then talk about what they documented and what they learned in the article they read about Adie.
They will then be asked to answer a series of questions individually and have 15 minutes. In that time they will answer 8 questions handed to them.  At the end of the 15 minutes they will be asked to discuss their answers with their table.
Teacher will walk around checking on students to see how far they are diving into the reading.  

We will then review the answers before we focus on 

We will them focus again on a skill from earlier in the year that asks them to look at the 5 w’s.

We will then complete this step as a whole group.

YOU DO – As we read, we continue to see how important vocabulary is and what it means to us when we read They will then be asked to look at question 10 on the sheet and the work paratrooper.  We will put the work in a sentence but explain often we need to look even further into a work and its meaning and how it is used.

They will be given a two page sheet which will be reviewed and the two words

CONQUER

INVADE

they will need to complete the steps shown earlier to show their complete understanding of completing the steps for both sides and referring back to the text.
*I.E.Ps will be given extra time, LCD VISUAL AID, adjusted work load Change Requirements for those students and remind them verbally(grade only what is complete) grouping together to help each other in cooperative groups
